1. Is ITOPCA Accredited? Are the teachers certified?
ITOPCA will have to be in existence for several years before it is fully accredited.  However, in the near future, here are some of the Accreditations and Affiliations that ITOPCA will hold: Texas Alliance of Accredited Private Schools (TAAPS), the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI), the Texas Independent School Consortium (TISC), Christian School Athletic Fellowship (CSAF), and Texas Christian Athletic Fellowship (TCAF). The Preschool Department will be licensed through the State of Texas.
2. Does ITOPCA have a long range plan in place for expansion and growth?
ITOPCA has established a board level committee dedicated to the study of long range planning for the continued growth and expansion of our K-2 school ministry.  As a part of this process, our team will be actively involved in visiting other programs around the area that have been successful in similar targeted areas for growth.  Our committee has studied demographic trends in our community and potential new programs and concepts for site-based improvement.  Prayer is always at the center of what we do as we are actively seeking God’s direction in all matters of school development.  
3. Is Bible class required for all students?
At ITOPCA we consider God’s Word (Bible) to be central in our school and the student’s classroom.  Every student is required to have a KJV Bible and will have daily Bible class as a part of the core curriculum taught by an experienced Bible teacher who has a passion for imparting God’s Word to young people.  The development of a Christian worldview into all parts of our student’s education is a core value of ITOPCA.
4. What is the average student teacher ratio?
The ratio varies depending upon grade levels, yet a typical elementary class is approximately 20:1.  At ITOPCA, students will have the benefit of more hands-on instruction by being in classes where the student-to-teacher ratio does not exceed 18:1.  
5. Are parents allowed to be involved in their child’s education at ITOPCA?
Parents are strongly encouraged to take an active role in their child’s education at ITOPCA.  This can be done by helping as a “classroom mom or dad,” helping with reading groups, chaperoning field trips, assisting with fund raisers,  annual events and special holidays.  
6. Why should I send my child to a Christian school?
We believe that education must be conducted with the context of our Christian faith and commitment.  God places special responsibilities on us as parents which Christian education helps to meet.  Because our children are a gift from God, we must proceed in faith to educate and prepare them to live the Christian life under God, with others, in the world.  In Christian schools, students learn to look at the world through the lenses of the Bible.  They develop a Christian worldview and gain a desire to transform the world.  The groundwork is laid for God to use later in their lives to extend His kingdom.  Children are uniquely gifted by God to serve Him.
7. Do you have to attend church or ITOPCA for your child to attend ITOPCA?
No. ITOPCA is a Christian School and is open to all seeking a Christian education.  However, ITOPCA does reserve the right to accept or reject any request for enrollment.  But of course, membership has its privileges.
